He was appointed to the vocal
faculty of the Guildhall in 1986 and also teaches at Cambridge, City and
Sussex Universities. He is greatly in demand for vocal and choral workshops
and as an adjudicator and his anecdotal recital programmes of “Ballads,
Songs and Snatches" are proving particularly popular.
